Re-settlement programmes in the 90s provided IDPs and disabled people with low cost houses but most of such programmes failed because of lack of consideration for sustainable livelihood activities or that projects sites were placed where there were insufficient jobs. A visit was made to the TODA village site at Poipet (north-east Cambodia) where an eco-farm was planned. In Phnom Penh, visits were made to see community and NGO efforts for people in the informal sectors who scavenge materials for sale from garbage dump sites and for composting, and to the University of Tropical Agriculture.
