Actually it wouldn’t have been so difficult if it was not for the fact it was very obvious |
was not from Kenya. Thanks to my shopping heroes Nick, Angie and my boy friend Ken we
were able to by goats and rice to a better price. And they knew where to get all the things
to the best prices. We shop big amounts of flour, rice, potatoes...

If we’ve had a pick up it would have been faster as all the places are far from each other.
Anyway it was better than last year when we had to put the goats in the back of a taxi.
The meat is very important as it is the only time the children get plentiful of meat and also
a real breakfast. You can imagine how the children look forward to the day of the year
when there is chocolate milk, bread, butter, jam and eggs for breakfast, meat for lunch
and dinner and best of all, the bag of sweets. The bag is the most central of all Christmas
Eve, and it is very important that every child gets a bag of his/her own.We were four
persons preparing candies in 240 paper bags. The most important work ever!
